Coach John Patterson

John Patterson just finished his third season at LCA. He has a three year
record of 53-16 with three consecutive state playoff runs. In his first
season, Coach Patterson helped lead the “new look” Bulldogs to a 24-5
record and a final four appearance in the VIS State Tournament. Prior to
being named the Bulldog head coach, John Patterson was the head coach
at Liberty High School for 3 years. During the 2005-2006 campaign under
Coach Patterson, the Minutemen doubled their win total and advanced to
the semifinals of the district tournament. Coach Patterson is a graduate of
Williamsville Township High School in Williamsuville, lllinois. He massed
2,770 points as a four year starter at Williamsville Township which ranks
him 10" in the history of the state. Coach Patterson was inducted to the
lllinois High School Basketball Hall of Fame in 1998 and also had his jersey
retired by Williamsville Township High School. He was a Chicago Sun-
Times two time all-state guard and was selected as first team all-region
during his Freshman, Sophomore, Junior, and Senior seasons. Coach
Patterson led his high school team to 94 wins in his four years, and a 4"
place finish in the IL state tournament as a senior. Coach Patterson
attended the United States Military Academy at West Point where he was a
three year varsity player. He graduated from the Academy in 1996 with a
degree in Systems Engineering. He was then a graduate assistant at West
Point before spending 4 years in the United States Army (Active). While in
the Army, Coach Patterson served in Kuwait and served in the Desert Fox
campaign in 1998 as a Captain. He then spent two years in the private
sector. Coach Patterson is married to wife Cindy and has one daughter (6
years old) named Grace. He currently resides in Lynchburg.
